Max A. “Maxie” Williams, 81, of Blackfoot, passed away

Tuesday, June 8, 2010 at his home.

He was born May 30, 1929 in Idaho Falls, Idaho to Elmer H. and

Verda Ball Williams.   Maxie was raised and attended school in Idaho

Falls, he graduated from Idaho Falls High School.  He later attended and

graduated from business college in Idaho Falls.  While in high school he was co-captain of the

boxing team and was State Boxing Champion in 1947.
